We just got going,following mmother Eskimo sled when we stopped There were
six ptarmigan sitting cn a ledge, and one Lakimo msy amd a boy with their 22%s
sbarted shooting., They pinged thenr off like ducks in a shooling gallewy,
We bad a tea stop at 3 o¥cloek &3&3‘-":?&%@ the Eakimo sled. Tes over at 5.80.
Tt was here that I bought my caribou ring for $2,00. We are now re:dy to move,
I wonder how for we will get to-day. At the momont we are only sbout 2 mi,
from Site £9. ({see sketch)

We made s short stop on the Sarcpm R, to see if any caridbou were in
sight. Ve have been ¢crosuing their tracks oceasionally but have seen none,
At thia nton we observed perched granitic boulders, indicating that the area of
these boulders wers (waa?aﬁeﬁxr/submerged.

e all got up ebout 11, My bruized hip didn't bother me during the night,
It should zo avwey to-day. The mornine iz beautiful. The sun 48 shining., It is
very hot, and you can fesl it through the tent walls, Should be = good day for
reaching site 28, The sun outside is very vamm, and the sky very blue, Three
eslours sband out, blue, vhite and dblack, The gorge or valley we are now passing
thru 1s beautiful, The sun wkes it so.

In these hills we saw two more caribm, We took shobs at them but nlesed, The
dogs got wind of them and started ehasing them, Three got away, and 1t took aboub

We are at the moment at the delta of the river that leads into Committee
Bay. Ve have reached the west ecast and will now head soubh to site 28,
gee gketch
At the delia, we sighted t-© more caribon, Vic and Kaloul went after them, XKalout
got one, 1he whole dog temn minus sled took off after the obther cne, They will

probably be gone for howrs now, The dogs are back and we are enjoying tea in the

Parry's grouhd squirrels are visible
in areas where the ground iz soft, e.g. long shores and delta mouths, 4 snow
geese were peen, The ice on the bay is hummocked for a long distance into theo
water, Ve were to travel on the ice but it is impossible as the blocks are up
to 10' high., Ve have cut inland again, The soast snow i too soft. Ve again
spotted © more caribou on Fraser Bey (9,50 pem) Sun is still shining.

We are now between Glen Is, and the mainland, We have just run into
fresh bear tracks - two of them, ‘They have just killed a sesl and the path
where they dregzed tie seal is clearly visible in the white snow, Only the ribs
are left and they are wam, The besr muct have left about © mins, before we got
here. Vie anl Ksloub ave trying to find them,

The towers of S!."sq 25 are in sight, Ve should meke the si’-él{}t early in the
moraing of June %, What a day this has been. Very exelting & to say the least,
Viell, we made site 28, 5,00 a.m,  The climb up to the site was terrible. From
sea level the site i3 about 1400' £ up, The poor doge had to pull aly the way
up and even parts of the roadvay that was gravel, At the site we were net by a
husky, later to find out his nmme was "Serewy™ (?). ¥hon he saw our 13 dogs he
was very éxci%é& and perhaps a little disappointed as there are no bitches in our

What a night, The wind reached about 45 knots to-day and I thought the

Te should have tuken a saall trip todey but
the wind was too fierce, A DC-3 is conming in ot six tonight, Should bring in
gome mail, We leave for the north of lHelville tomorrow morning, Should be
great with a1l this slush, The dege will have a great time, The men here have
been wonderful in all ways and Kalouk agog the last few days looking at things
he has never geen before.

e are now overlocking Fury and Hecla Strait from an elevation of about
450" ., Took scme pictures, It looks abeut 4/10 covered with ice, We
returned to cur bage camp, had lunch, packed ocur gear aboard the hoat and arve
now presently moving southward dewn the bay, The water is somowhat choppy aml
the boat 18 rocking very nicecly, There are, however, no white caps on the water.
9,00 p.ms Ye are now moving thm s fqg, with rain, The water isn't too rough
but it is diffielt to see where you are golm if you are far oub from shore,
e are now entering Quilliam Bay from the ¥, E, entrance. Vic is st the rudder

all covered by an army rain cape with his hend sticking out like a turtle out
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of his shell, On his head he is wearing a little beanie (red in colour).

Ve wiil »robebly make our camp by the Eskimo coupsite here on the south shore
of Quililem Bay. 4t 11 p.ms we reached the Eskimo site here on the sguth
shoere of Tuilliem Bay, Ue had a terrific reception ~ everyone was oub
including the dogs. In no time at all we had the beat pulled up and the tent
pliched. The children are very friendly and helpful, !e fed thenm coockies
after tie tent was pltched, They stund eround and liks to wateh vhat you do,
and If you talk teo thom they can?t seenm tu sit otlll and rock from one Toot
to the octher, There are also a few husky pupples ruuning sbout and they are

very playful.

Tue. 12 Auge OCamy 28, Quicitinm BAY

This camp is ab the Eskimo csmpsite on the south shere of Guilliam
Bays The sun is ageln shininy besutifully this morning, dbut we had a good
rain last night. It seems thot we heve f good morningg but the afterncons
md evenlngs are terrible. Vic is preparing breekfast, This little camp~
site has two lanirge tents esnd one emzll one, There are two fanllies here and
umptesn kids,

Vic and I tock about a 10 mile hike in the vielnity of this camp., We
left about 12 o'clock and returned at 6.30. The men had lef% and gone out on
s fishing trip. Vic end Kolouk with a bunch of kids have left (9.50 p.m. )
and are on their way up to the head of Quilliem Bay. They are taking Kolouk's
sister back to her home, Took moving pictures of this, Vhile Vie was gone
there was fun and games back here. The children who had gone wp in our beoat
trensferred back into the Eskimo canoe thai was coming bhack here and while
walting for Vic, the kids and I participated in a field day with both Eskimo

A bemubiful day, quiet, and the water iz very still, e have the Iids
all around we now as we prepars breakfass, e have been feeding them bannock
with Jan s0d they enjoy it very much, Uith us i the head man fron the camp
gnd he is enljoying e cup of soffes with us.

18,45, e ere now leaving the canp (Eskimo} on Ouilliem Bay and are maving
dovnn the Bay {or Igloolik. It iz a huald day, the sun s very bright and the
day is bueid, ‘The water hom't a ripple on it. llade s short visit on Coxe
Islend veking pies and nobes on the craig and till {ocragesnietail?) features,

Te arrived st Igleolik sbout 11 »em. and vhat an arrival., Ue were just coming
into the bay here at Igloniik vwhen there vms a great comuotion on shore. The
water was very still and you counld see ripples of semething moving on the waber,
The Eskimos had spotted a white whale offshore and before we lrmew it we were
invelved in & whele hunt in the bay. Kolouk became quite excited and along
with us and another whaleboat we started after the whale, ZKcolouwk anii the other
mon in the other boat begern gshooting at it. Then when it got close to shore,
the people on shore began shooting st ib too., IDullets flying in all directions
ricochetting off the water. Finally it wae harpooned just off shore amd dragged
ap. It was ebout 12Y long and vhite in celour. Very streamline in shape, It
didn't take long for the natives to cut 1t up, While outting the vikale, the
Norseman c¢aue in and landed in the bay., lore excitement, This planeis in teo
teke the kids back to school. There are gbout @2 $o go aud it will take about

8 per trips They will go te Chesterfiefd for 10 monthe then return. After all

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that Vie and I hed supper at Bill Calderts and then we chatted for a while

and hit the sadk,

Thur, 14 July. Igloolik H.B,0.

(ot up st 10, A beeutiful morning but the ice is starting to move
into the bay. The plane has refueled and has $o be moved farther down the
bay out of the way of the moving lce, Had brezkfast st Father Tanielo's (%)
nission. The weather at Recolute the destination of the alrerafi is not good
and it looks 1like the planewlll have to stay here. I have asked Leviarchuls
wife to nake me a perka cover which she hus consented to do, The sirveraft
has tokeu off for Arectic Bay to bring back & load of kilds, It should be
back te-night. For supper we plan to have mukbuk (?) {whale hide) and seal
liver, The supper was delicious. Nukbtuh(?) tasted like pig's kunuckles in
vinegsr., After supper wo listened to records. The evening was very nice

with a bright red sunset.

Ve have all -ur gear packed in our boat with dogs (5) in a wheleboat
and we are now on our wey for Moss Bay end up the two lakes that flow inte
Mogeg (?)s Te expeet to he gone tendays on this tris which will teke us
overland into Fran:lin Bay on the west coust. The trip will be done on foot
with the dogs acting a8 pack carriers, They day is very nice, calm with
pome ripples on the wator, e left at about 11,48 for logg Bay. It took two
hours to get to the heud of Mogs then the trouble started, not real trouble but

just plenty of hard work, The river that connects the first like with Mogg Bay
had some long repids in kivem 1t which had to be orosged, Ve did this by both

using the motor and by pulling the boat by a rope that was hitched to the host,
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We finally pulled &t up the river, getiing our feet soaked at the mame time.
The waber was pleasantly ¢old ond sinee it was a warm day with the sun shining
the clothes dried cuiekly. e traversed the first lske successfully and then
hit the next stream into the next lake, It was more shallow than fast moving
and the boat had to be gulded up by pulling it through the water leoking ..
the deeper spots in the river, e made camp 27 at the mouth of this strean.
It was quite dark when we had supper and while doing the disches saw the firsé
stars in the sky, six of them.

The tides are going to
give us the most trouble we presume. It iz now 11 s.m., and we are now on ouy
wey for the N.E, cope of Fury and Heele, The water at the noment is perfeotly
calm. It io a besutiful day this Lebour day. A4t the moment eam sitting on a
rock st the entrence to the strait that looks like Fury and Iecla, The water
is calm, but the huge icerbergs are moving cuickly in the tide that is apparent.
You ean hear the ice crashing on shore with terrible crushing scunds, It is
an awful sound, About sn hour agp Vic shot a large Ogyut on a huge berg and
we spent about £ hour eutting it up. We alpo took 50' of colour f£ilm of this
real blood end gare! Should be good to see when doveloped., This Labour Day
has been well rewarded, s on making the crossing from E, to west into Fury
end Heela, Vie Sim, the party leader, found a cairn on the riige of the N E,

e picked up the two Eskimos and at 4,45 p.m, headed for Igloolik

by way of the islands south of Richard's Bay, they providing shelter from the

the west side of the island leaving the boat snd all the gear there, and walked
overland to the H.B,C. We arrived abouwt 10 p.m,, had coffee and hit the saik.

While coming through we watcehed with spectacular awe the swirling eddies and
the fast moving tide as it rushed back and forth in the channel.
